D. Attendance Guidelines 2

School attendance is the direct responsibility of parent(s)/ guardian(s) as required by 4 
Florida Statute 1003.24.  All students are expected to attend school regularly and to 5 
be on time for classes in order to benefit from the instructional program and to 6 
develop habits of punctuality, self-discipline, and responsibility.  Amended 07-15-03 7

Notes or telephone calls from parent(s)/ guardian(s) are required either before or 9 
after an absence.  It is the responsibility of the student to make up work missed 10 
because of absences.  Students receiving out-of-school suspension must be 11 
assigned schoolwork that will cover content and skills taught during the duration of 12 
the suspension.  Amended 07-01-05 13 
 14 
1. Student Absences  15 
 16 

Non-attendance in a class shall be considered an absence unless the student is 17 
participating in a school activity.  Absences shall be classified as: 18 

 19 
a. Excused Absences 20 

 21 
Absences shall be excused for the following reasons: 22 
 illness or injury of the student, 23 
 illness, injury, or death in the immediate family of the student.  The 24 

immediate family shall be defined as listed in the United States Internal 25 
Revenue Service guidelines. 26 

 27 
If there is a reasonable doubt concerning the illness claimed, the principal 28 
shall be authorized to require a statement from an accepted medical 29 
authority.  Failure to comply with this requirement shall result in the absence 30 
being “unexcused.” 31 
 32 
The Principal of a school shall have sole discretion as to how absences shall 33 
be reported to the school.  The parent or legal guardian shall report absences 34 
through a telephone call, a handwritten note, or both as determined by the 35

In cases of excused absences, the student shall be allowed to make up the 38 
work and teachers of the students shall give every reasonable assistance. 39

Make-up work shall be completed during a period of time equal to at least 41 
twice the time for which the absence is excused, unless the teacher allows 42 
more time.

b. Permitted Absences 45 
 46 

“Permitted” absences may be granted.  Only the principal shall have the 47 
authority to grant “permitted” absences and then only after he or she has 48 
considered the merits of each case.  It shall be the principal’s responsibility to 49 
give to the parents a copy of the School Board rules pertaining to permitted 50 
absences.   51

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Arrangements for make-up work shall be made in advance with the instructor 1 
of classes to be missed.  The student shall assume complete responsibility 2 
for the make-up work.  The teachers shall cooperate by making assignments, 3 
grading materials, and recording grades.  The teacher shall set a timeline for 4 
receiving the student’s work for credit, and this timeline will not exceed twice 5 
the number of days of absence. 6

Examples of situations warranting “permitted” absences include: 8 
 attendance at an important public function, 9 
 attendance at church meetings, or observances of religious holidays, 10 
 travel with parents in urgent circumstances, 11 
 attendance at non-school conventions or conferences, 12

 participation in a non-instructional activity. 15

A student who wishes to participate in a non-instructional activity must: 17 
 meet the academic requirements as set forth by the School Board, 18 
 make arrangements, in advance, with the teacher for missing classes, 19 

and 20 
 accept the responsibility for making up time and work. 21

c. Unexcused Absences  Amended 07-01-08 23 

 24 
All absences other than “excused” or “permitted” shall be deemed 25 
“unexcused,” and a failing grade may be recorded for the period of the 26 
“unexcused” absence, except when students who are suspended from school 27 
during grade period exams or semester exams, such students shall be 28 
allowed to make up these exams. 29

 Upon each unexcused absence, the Principal or designee shall contact 31 

the student’s parent or guardian to determine the reason for the absence. 32 
 33 

 If a student has had at least five (5) unexcused absences within a 34 
calendar month or ten (10) unexcused absences within a ninety (90) day 35 
calendar period, the student’s primary teacher shall report to the principal 36 
or designee that the student may be exhibiting a pattern of non-37 
attendance.  Unless there is clear evidence that the absences are not a 38 
pattern of non-attendance, the case shall be referred to the Early Truancy 39 
Intervention Team to determine if early patterns of truancy are 40 
developing.  If the Early Truancy Intervention Team finds that a pattern of 41 
non-attendance is developing, whether the absences are excused or not, 42 
a meeting with the parent must be scheduled to identify potential 43 
remedies. 44 
 45 

 If the initial meeting with the parent does not resolve the problem, the 46 
Early Truancy Intervention Team shall implement specific interventions 47 
that best address the problem. 48 

 49 
50 
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 1 
The Early Truancy Intervention Team shall be diligent in facilitating 2 
intervention services and shall report the case to the Superintendent or 3 
his designee only after all reasonable efforts to resolve the problem have 4 
been exhausted. 5 
 6 

 If the parent, guardian, or other person in charge of the child refuses to 7 
participate in the remedial strategies because he/ she believes that those 8 
strategies are unnecessary or inappropriate, the parent, guardian, or 9 
other person in charge of the child may appeal to the School Board.  The 10 
School Board may provide a hearing officer, who may be an employee of 11 
the School Board, in lieu of a School Board hearing, who shall hear the 12 
case and make a recommendation for final action to the School Board.  If 13 
the School Board’s final determination is that the strategies of the Early 14 
Truancy Intervention Team are appropriate, and the parent, guardian, or 15 
other person in charge of the child still refuses to cooperate, the 16 
Superintendent may seek criminal prosecution for noncompliance with 17 
compulsory school attendance. 18

 If a child subject to compulsory attendance will not comply with attempts 20 

to enforce school attendance, the parent, guardian or Superintendent or 21 
his designee shall refer the case to the case staffing committee pursuant 22 
to Florida Statutes, and the Superintendent or his designee may file a 23 
truancy petition pursuant to procedures outlined in Florida Statute 24

2. Students with Disabilities 27 

 28 
a. 504 Students  Amended 07-01-04 29 
 30 

In the case of a student with excessive absences, a 504 Reevaluation 31 
meeting should be held to determine if the absences are caused by the 32 
disability of record on the active 504 Plan.  If the 504 committee determines 33 
that the absences are caused by the disability, the committee must also 34 
determine a reasonable course of action, which may include the possible 35 
waiver of the attendance guidelines in determining grades, as well as 36 
consideration of a change of placement. 37 
 38 
If the 504 committee determines that the absences are not caused by the 39 
disability, the student is treated in the same manner as that for a general 40 
education student. 41 
   42 

b. ESE Students 43 
 44 

All exceptional students will follow regular education attendance procedures. 45 
 46 
In the case of an ESE Student with excessive absences, an IEP team 47 
meeting must be conducted to determine whether or not the absences are 48 
related to the student’s disability.  If the IEP team determines that the 49 
excessive absences are related to the student’s disability, the IEP team must 50 
determine a reasonable course of action which may include the possible 51 
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waiver of the attendance guidelines in determining grades as well as a 1 
change of placement. 2 

 3 
If the IEP team determines that the student’s excessive absences are not 4 
related to the student’s disability, the student is treated in the same manner 5 
as that for a general education student.  6 

 7 
3. Hospital/ Homebound Program  Amended 07-01-08 8 

 9 
Parent(s)/ guardian(s) may request that the IEP Committee consider eligibility 10 
for a hospital/ homebound program for a student with an illness predicted by 11 
certified medical personnel to exceed 15 consecutive school days or due to a 12 
chronic condition for at least 15 school days which need not be consecutive. 13 
 14 

4. Student Absences for Religious Reasons  15 
 16 

Students will be afforded an opportunity to make up missed work without 17 
adverse school effects when absent because of a religious holiday.  Within 18 
five school days prior to an expected absence for religious reasons, 19 
parent(s)/ guardian(s) must notify the principal in writing and request that the 20 
student be excused from attendance.  A written excuse will not be required 21 
upon return to school and no adverse or prejudicial effects will result for any 22 
student availing herself/ himself of this provision.  Students will be permitted 23 
to make up missed work according to school procedures. 24

Should questions arise regarding this rule, principals will grant the parent(s)/ 26 
guardian(s) a conference.  Parent(s)/ guardian(s) may appeal the principal’s 27 
decision to the Superintendent should a conflict arise. 28

E. Student Withdrawals 30 
 31 
1. Student Withdrawals During the Last Two Weeks of the School Year 32 

 33 
The parent(s)/ guardians(s) of a student who leaves school during the last 34 
two weeks of the school year must show evidence that the withdrawal is 35 
necessary and the student must successfully complete assigned class work.  36 
Principals are authorized to make arrangements for the administration of any 37 
tests if appropriate. 38

Principals may waive the requirements for early withdrawal when unusual/ 40 
extenuating circumstances require it. 41 
 42 

2. Student Withdrawals for Enrollment in Home Education Programs 43 
 44 
Florida Statute 1002.41 permits parents to choose to place their children in a 45 
home education program in lieu of public school.  The requirements of the 46 
law will be monitored through Charter Schools and Educational Choices.  47

To withdraw a student for enrollment in a home education program, parent(s)/ 50 
guardian(s) must initiate the withdrawal process at the school and notify the 51

3. Student Withdrawals, ESE (Exceptional Student Education) Students 4 

(Adopted 07-01-05, Amended 07-01-06) 5 
 6 
A child who is receiving services through Exceptional Student Education 7 
(ESE) shall not be administratively withdrawn without prior parental 8 
notification, a staffing meeting with parents or guardians to discuss the 9 
educational impact of such a decision for the student to withdraw, and all 10 
requirements relative to due process have been completed. 11 
 12 
In cases where at least two (2) good faith, but unsuccessful attempts to notify 13 
parents or guardians of the student have been documented, and with the 14 
approval of the Director of Exceptional Student Education, the student maybe 15 
withdrawn by the school. 16

-- science   -- social studies 12 
-- foreign language  -- health education 13 
-- the arts   -- physical education. 14

Osceola District Schools shall provide appropriate instruction to assist students in the 16 
achievement of these standards.  The Sunshine State Standards/ Next Generation 17 
Sunshine State Standards have been incorporated within the Osceola County 18 
Curriculum Frameworks, are on file in the Administrative Center, and are in use at 19 
each school.  Adopted 09-17-96, Amended 06-15-99, 07-01-09 20 
 21 
District Grade Level Expectations are based upon the Sunshine State Standards/ 22 
Next Generation Sunshine State Standards and identify what each student should 23 
know and be able to do by the end of each grade. 24

Decisions regarding student promotion, and retention and good cause placement are 9 
primarily the responsibility of the individual school’s professional staff.  The final decision 10 
concerning grade placement is the responsibility of the principal. 11

Student promotion in the Osceola County schools is based upon an evaluation of each 13 
student’s achievement in terms of appropriate instructional goals.  The determination should 14 
reflect the recommendation of the school-based placement committee based upon the 15 
following:  successful progress in the county adopted curriculum, progress tests, classroom 16 
assignments, daily observation, standardized tests, and other objective data.  The primary 17 
responsibility for determining each student’s level of performance and ability to function 18 
academically, socially and emotionally at the next grade level is that of the classroom 19 
teacher, subject to review and approval of the principal. 20

This portfolio must contain evidence of mastery of 20 
benchmarks as well as other information to inform parents and 21 
teachers of the student’s proficiency, such as results of diagnostics 22 
and progress monitoring. 23 

9. The student should be provided grade level work for the subject areas 24 
that are not at risk. 25 

10. A Grade 3 – Grade 4 transition class is an option. 26 
11. The teacher must be a high-performing teacher as determined by 27 

student performance data and above satisfactory on performance 28 
appraisals. 29 

12. The paraprofessional working in this classroom should be trained on 30 
materials and strategies used in the classroom. 31 

13. The student must be given weekly progress monitoring measures to 32 
ensure progress.  The weekly monitoring can be accomplished 33 
through the Reading Mastery weekly tests, timed readings, informal 34 
classroom assessments, or observations. 35 

14. The student must be given FAIR.  The student must be registered with 36 
the state Progress Monitoring and Reporting Network (PMRN).   37 

15. The student should be given a diagnostic assessment that meets 38 
psychometric standards.  The FAIR Targeted Diagnostic Measures 39 
assessment is the diagnostic test to be used. 40 

16. The progress of the student must be reported to the Department of 41 
Education at the end of the first semester. 42

 illness, injury, or death in the immediate family of the student.  The 6

The Early Truancy Intervention Team shall be diligent in facilitating 37 
intervention services and shall report the case to the Superintendent or 38 
his designee only after all reasonable efforts to resolve the problem have 39 
been exhausted.

 If the parent, guardian, or other person in charge of the child refuses to 3 
participate in the remedial strategies because he/ she believes that those 4 
strategies are unnecessary or inappropriate, the parent, guardian, or 5 
other person in charge of the child may appeal to the School Board.

If the  504 committee determines 28 
that the absences are caused by the disability,  the committee must also 29 
determine a reasonable course of action, which may include the possible 30 
waiver of the attendance guidelines in determining grades, as well as 31 
consideration of a change of placement.

If the 504 committee determines that the absences are not caused by the 34 
disability, the student is treated in the same manner as that for a general 35 
education student.

b. ESE Students 38 
All exceptional students will follow regular education attendance procedures. 39

In the case of an ESE Student with excessive absences, an IEP team 41 
meeting must be conducted to determine whether or not the absences are 42 
related to the student’s disability.  If the IEP team determines that the 43 
excessive absences are related to the student’s disability, the IEP team must 44 
determine a reasonable course of action which may include the possible 45 
waiver of the attendance guidelines in determining grades as well as a 46 
change of placement. 47

If the IEP team determines that the student’s excessive absences are not 49 
related to the student’s disability, the student is treated in the same manner 50 
as that for a general education student. 51

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3. Hospital/ Homebound Program 1 
Parent(s)/ guardian(s) may request that the IEP committee consider eligibility 2 
for a hospital/ homebound program for a student with an illness predicted by 3 
certified medical personnel to exceed 15 consecutive school days or due to a 4 
chronic condition for at least 15 school days which need not run 5 
consecutively.  Amended 07-01-08 6

4. Student Absences for Religious Reasons  8 

Students will be afforded an opportunity to make up missed work without 9 
adverse school effects when absent because of a religious holiday.  Within 10 
five school days prior to an expected absence for religious reasons, 11 
parent(s)/  guardian(s) must notify the principal in writing and request that the 12 
student be excused from attendance.  A written excuse will not be required 13 
upon return to school and no adverse or prejudicial effects will result for any 14 
student availing herself/ himself of this provision.

D. Student Withdrawals 22

1. Student Withdrawals During the Last Two Weeks  24 

of the School Year 25

The parent(s)/ guardians(s) of a student who leaves school during the last 27 
two weeks of the school year must show evidence that the withdrawal is 28 
necessary and the student must successfully complete assigned class work.  29 
Principals are authorized to make arrangements for the administration of any 30 
tests if appropriate. 31

Principals may waive the requirements for early withdrawal when unusual/ 33 
extenuating circumstances require it. 34

2. Student Withdrawals for Enrollment in Home Education Programs 36

FS 1002.41 permits parents to choose to place their children in a home 38 
education program in lieu of public school.  The requirements of the law will 39 
be monitored through Charter Schools and Educational Choices.

To withdraw a student for enrollment in a home education program, parent(s)/ 43 
guardian(s) must initiate the withdrawal process at the school and notify the 44 
Superintendent of Schools in writing of the intent to provide home education 45 
for the student.

3. Student Withdrawals, Exceptional Student Education (ESE) 2

notification, a staffing meeting with parents or guardians to discuss the 7 
educational impact of such a decision for the student to withdraw, and all 8 
requirements relative to due process have been completed. 9

In cases where at least two (2) good faith, but unsuccessful attempts to notify 11 
parents or guardians of the student have been documented, and with the 12 
approval of the Director of Exceptional Student Education, the student maybe 13 
withdrawn by the school.

-- science   -- social studies 12 
-- foreign language  -- health education 13 
-- the arts   -- physical education. 14 

 15 
Osceola District Schools shall provide appropriate instruction to assist 16 
students in the achievement of these standards.  The Sunshine State 17 
Standards/ Next Generation Sunshine State Standards have been 18 
incorporated within the Osceola County Curriculum Frameworks and are on 19 
file in the Administrative Center and are in use at each school.  Adopted 20 
09-17-96, Amended 06-15-99 21 
 22 
District Grade Level Expectations are based upon the Sunshine State 23 
Standards/ Next Generation Sunshine State Standards and identify what 24 
each student should know and be able to do by the end of each grade. 25 
 26 
In addition, FS 1003.42 requires that members of the instructional staff of the 27 
public schools, subject to the rules of the State Board of Education and the 28 
district school board, shall teach efficiently and faithfully, using the books and 29 
materials required that meet the highest standards for professionalism and 30 
historic accuracy, following the prescribed courses of study, and employing 31 
approved methods of instruction, the following:  32 

1. The history and content of the Declaration of Independence, including 33 
national sovereignty, natural law, self-evident truth, equality of all 34 
persons, limited government, popular sovereignty, and inalienable rights 35 
of life, liberty, and property, and how they form the philosophical 36 
foundation of our government.  37 

2. The history, meaning, significance, and effect of the provisions of the 38 
Constitution of the United States and amendments thereto, with emphasis 39 
on each of the 10 amendments that make up the Bill of Rights and how 40 
the constitution provides the structure of our government.  41 

3. The arguments in support of adopting our republican form of government, 42 
as they are embodied in the most important of the Federalist Papers.  43 

4. Flag education, including proper flag display and flag salute.  44 
5. The elements of civil government, including the primary functions of and 45 

interrelationships between the Federal Government, the state, and its 46 
counties, municipalities, school districts, and special districts.  47

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6. The history of the United States, including the period of discovery, early 2 
colonies, the War for Independence, the Civil War, the expansion of the 3 
United States to its present boundaries, the world wars, and the civil 4 
rights movement to the present.  United States history shall be viewed as 5 
factual, not as constructed, shall be viewed as knowable, teachable, and 6 
testable, and shall be defined as the creation of a new nation based 7 
largely on the universal principles stated in the Declaration of 8

8. The history of African Americans, including the history of African peoples 18 
before the political conflicts that led to the development of slavery, the 19 
passage to America, the enslavement experience, abolition, and the 20 
contributions of African Americans to society.

10. The true effects of all alcoholic and intoxicating liquors and beverages 23 

and narcotics upon the human body and mind.  24 
11. Kindness to animals.  25 
12. The history of the state.  26 
13. The conservation of natural resources.  27 
14. Comprehensive health education that addresses concepts of community 28 

health; consumer health; environmental health; family life, including an 29 
awareness of the benefits of sexual abstinence as the expected standard 30 
and the consequences of teenage pregnancy; mental and emotional 31 
health; injury prevention and safety; nutrition; personal health; prevention 32 
and control of disease; and substance use and abuse.

Decisions regarding student promotion, and retention are primarily the responsibility of the 9 
individual school’s professional staff.  The final decision concerning grade placement is the 10 
responsibility of the principal. 11

Student promotion in the Osceola County schools is based upon an evaluation of each 13 
student’s achievement in terms of appropriate instructional goals.  The determination should 14 
reflect teacher judgment based upon the following:  successful progress in the county 15 
adopted curriculum, progress tests, classroom assignments, daily observation, standardized 16 
tests, and other objective data.  The primary responsibility for determining each student’s 17 
level of performance and ability to function academically, socially and emotionally at the next 18 
grade level is that of the classroom teacher, subject to review and approval of the principal. 19

C. Attendance Guidelines 2

School attendance is the direct responsibility of parent(s)/ guardian(s) as required by 4 
Florida Statute 1003.24.  All students are expected to attend school regularly and to 5 
be on time for classes in order to benefit from the instructional program and to 6 
develop habits of punctuality, self-discipline, and responsibility.  Amended 07-15-03 7

Responsibility for Attendance 9

 Each parent of a child within the compulsory attendance age shall be responsible 11 

for such child's school attendance as required by Florida Statute 1003.24. 12

 Whenever a child of compulsory attendance age is absent without the permission 14 

of the person in charge of the school, the parent of the child shall report and 15 
explain the cause of such absence to the proper person at each school, as 16 
provided in Florida Statute 1003.21.  17

 Notes or telephone calls from parent(s)/ guardian(s) are required either before or 19 

after an absence.  It is the responsibility of the student to make up work missed 20 
because of absences.  Students receiving out-of-school suspension must be 21 
assigned schoolwork that will cover content and skills taught during the duration 22 
of the suspension.   23 

 24 
 The Superintendent may delegate the enforcement of compulsory school 25 

attendance and child welfare to attendance personnel as provided in Florida 26 
Statute 1001.53. 27

Reporting Procedures 29

 It shall be the responsibility of the principal and the teacher to encourage 31 

regularity of attendance and punctuality, and to check student attendance as 32 
prescribed below.

The Principal of a school shall have sole discretion as to how absences shall 20 
be reported to the school.  The parent or legal guardian shall report absences 21 
through a telephone call, a handwritten note, or both as determined by the 22

In cases of excused absences, the student shall be allowed to make up the 25 
work and teachers of the students shall give every reasonable assistance. 26

Grading of Make-up Work  Amended 07-01-06 28 
Make-up work shall be completed during a period of time equal to at least 29 
twice the time for which the absence is excused, unless the teacher allows 30 
more time. 31

Students whose absences have been approved as "excused" or "permitted", 33 
and who complete the make-up assignments as required by school policy, 34 
shall receive grades for the periods of such absences in the same manner as 35 
if not absent from school.

The Early Truancy Intervention Team or attendance committee shall be 2 
diligent in facilitating intervention services and shall report the case to the 3 
Superintendent or his designee only after all reasonable efforts to resolve 4 
the problem have been exhausted. 5

 If the parent, guardian, or other person in charge of the child refuses to 7 
participate in the remedial strategies because he/ she believes that those 8 
strategies are unnecessary or inappropriate, the parent, guardian, or 9 
other person in charge of the child may appeal to the School Board.  The 10 
School Board may provide a hearing officer, who may be an employee of 11 
the School Board, in lieu of a School Board hearing, who shall hear the 12 
case and make a recommendation for final action to the School Board.

2. Students with Disabilities 27

a. 504 Students  Amended 07-01-04 29 

In the case of a student with excessive absences, a 504 Reevaluation 30 
meeting should be held to determine if the absences are caused by the 31 
disability of record on the active 504 Plan.  If the  504 committee determines 32 
that the absences are caused by the disability,  the committee must also 33 
determine a reasonable course of action, which may include the possible 34 
waiver of the attendance guidelines in determining grades, as well as 35 
consideration of a change of placement. 36

If the 504 committee determines that the absences are not caused by the 38 
disability, the student is treated in the same manner as that for a general 39 
education student. 40

b. ESE Students 42 
All exceptional students will follow regular education attendance procedures. 43 
 44 
In the case of an ESE Student with excessive absences, an IEP team 45 
meeting must be conducted to determine whether or not the absences are 46 
related to the student’s disability.  If the IEP team determines that the 47 
excessive absences are related to the student’s disability, the IEP team must 48 
determine a reasonable course of action which may include the possible 49 
waiver of the attendance guidelines in determining grades as well as a 50 
change of placement. 51 

 52 
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If the IEP team determines that the student’s excessive absences are not 1 
related to the student’s disability, the student is treated in the same manner 2 
as that for a general education student. 3

3. Hospital/ Homebound Program  Amended 07-01-08 5 

 6 
Parent(s)/ guardian(s) may request that the IEP committee consider eligibility 7 
for a hospital/ homebound program for a student with an illness predicted by 8 
certified medical personnel to exceed 15 consecutive school days or due to a 9 
chronic condition for at least 15 school days which need not run 10 
consecutively. 11 

 12 
4. Student Absences for Religious Reasons  13 

 14 
Students will be afforded an opportunity to make up missed work without 15 
adverse school effects when absent because of a religious holiday.  Within 16 
five school days prior to an expected absence for religious reasons, 17 
parent(s)/   guardian(s) must notify the principal in writing and request that the 18 
student be excused from attendance.  A written excuse will not be required 19 
upon return to school and no adverse or prejudicial effects will result for any 20 
student availing herself/ himself of this provision.  Students will be permitted 21 
to make up missed work according to school procedures. 22

If questions arise regarding this rule, principals will grant the parent(s)/ guardian(s) a 24 
conference.  Parent(s)/ guardian(s) may appeal the principal’s decision to the 25 
Superintendent should a conflict arise. 26

D. Student Withdrawals 28

A child who attains the age of sixteen (16) years during the school year shall not be 30 
required to attend school beyond his sixteenth (16) birthday if the student has a 31 
signed form declaring his intent to withdraw from school prior to completion of the 32 
educational program.  The principal or his/  her designee shall contact the parents or 33 
legal guardians of the student to discuss the educational impact of such decision and 34 
to suggest other appropriate alternative educational placements or programs.  The 35 
student may only be withdrawn if the parents or legal guardians also sign the intent 36 
to withdraw form. 37

1.      Student Withdrawals During the Last Two Weeks of the School Year 39 

 40 
The parent(s)/ guardians(s) of a student who leaves school during the last 41 
two weeks of the school year must show evidence that the withdrawal is 42 
necessary and the student must successfully complete assigned class work.  43 
Principals are authorized to make arrangements for the administration of any 44 
tests if appropriate. 45

Principals may waive the requirements for early withdrawal when unusual/ 47 
extenuating circumstances require it. 48

2. Student Withdrawals for Enrollment in Home Education Programs 3

Florida Statute 1002.41 permits parents to choose to place their children in a 5 
home education program in lieu of public school.  The requirements of the 6 
law will be monitored through Charter Schools and Educational Choices.

To withdraw a student for enrollment in a home education program, parent(s)/ 10 
guardian(s) must initiate the withdrawal process at the school and notify the 11

3. Student Withdrawals -- Exceptional Student Education (ESE) 15 
 16 
A child who is receiving services through Exceptional Student Education 17 
(ESE) shall not be administratively withdrawn without prior parental 18 
notification, a staffing meeting with parents or guardians to discuss the 19 
educational impact of such a decision for the student to withdraw, and all 20 
requirements relative to due process have been completed.  Amended 09-07-21

In cases where at least two (2) good faith, but unsuccessful attempts to notify 24 
parents or guardians of the student have been documented, and with the 25 
approval of the Director of Exceptional Student Education, the student may 26 
be withdrawn by the school.

4. Student Withdrawals -- Alternative Programs 29

A child who has been placed at a district alternative school or second chance 31 
school in lieu of expulsion shall not be withdrawn without prior parental 32 
notification and a meeting with parents or guardians to discuss the 33 
educational impact of such a decision and the implications regarding the 34 
probability of going forward with the recommendation for expulsion.

A. Florida System of School Improvement and Accountability 3

The Sunshine State Standards/ Next Generation Sunshine State Standards (6A-6 
1.09401 State Board Rules) are benchmark standards that describe what students 7 
should know and be able to do at all Grades Kindergarten through 12 in the subjects 8 
of: 9

-- language arts  -- mathematics 11 
-- science   -- social studies 12 
-- foreign language  -- health education 13 
-- the arts   -- physical education. 14 
 15 

Osceola District Schools shall provide appropriate instruction to assist students in the 16 
achievement of these standards.  The Sunshine State Standards/ Next Generation 17 
Sunshine State Standards have been incorporated within the Osceola County 18 
Curriculum Frameworks and are on file in the Administrative Center and are in use at 19 
each school. Adopted 09-17-96, Amended 06-15-99, 07-01-09 20 
 21 
In addition, FS 1003.42 requires that members of the instructional staff of the public 22 
schools, subject to the rules of the State Board of Education and the district school 23 
board, shall teach efficiently and faithfully, using the books and materials required 24 
that meet the highest standards for professionalism and historic accuracy, following 25 
the prescribed courses of study, and employing approved methods of instruction, the 26 
following:  27 
 28 

1. The history and content of the Declaration of Independence, including national 29 
sovereignty, natural law, self-evident truth, equality of all persons, limited 30 
government, popular sovereignty, and inalienable rights of life, liberty, and 31 
property, and how they form the philosophical foundation of our government.  32 

2. The history, meaning, significance, and effect of the provisions of the Constitution 33 
of the United States and amendments thereto, with emphasis on each of the 10 34 
amendments that make up the Bill of Rights and how the constitution provides 35 
the structure of our government.  36 

3. The arguments in support of adopting our republican form of government, as they 37 
are embodied in the most important of the Federalist Papers.  38 

4. Flag education, including proper flag display and flag salute.  39 
5. The elements of civil government, including the primary functions of and 40 

interrelationships between the Federal Government, the state, and its counties, 41 
municipalities, school districts, and special districts.  42 

6. The history of the United States, including the period of discovery, early colonies, 43 
the War for Independence, the Civil War, the expansion of the United States to 44 
its present boundaries, the world wars, and the civil rights movement to the 45 
present.  United States history shall be viewed as factual, not as constructed, 46 
shall be viewed as knowable, teachable, and testable, and shall be defined as 47 
the creation of a new nation based largely on the universal principles stated in 48 
the Declaration of Independence. 49 

50 
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 1 

7. The history of the Holocaust (1933-1945), the systematic, planned annihilation of 2 
European Jews and other groups by Nazi Germany, a watershed event in the 3 
history of humanity, to be taught in a manner that leads to an investigation of 4 
human behavior, an understanding of the ramifications of prejudice, racism, and 5 
stereotyping, and an examination of what it means to be a responsible and 6 
respectful person, for the purposes of encouraging tolerance of diversity in a 7 
pluralistic society and for nurturing and protecting democratic values and 8 
institutions.  9 

8. The history of African Americans, including the history of African peoples before 10 
the political conflicts that led to the development of slavery, the passage to 11 
America, the enslavement experience, abolition, and the contributions of African 12 
Americans to society.  13 

9. The elementary principles of agriculture.  14 
10. The true effects of all alcoholic and intoxicating liquors and beverages and 15 

narcotics upon the human body and mind.  16 
11. Kindness to animals.  17 
12. The history of the state.  18 
13. The conservation of natural resources.  19 
14. Comprehensive health education that addresses concepts of community health; 20 

consumer health; environmental health; family life, including an awareness of the 21 
benefits of sexual abstinence as the expected standard and the consequences of 22 
teenage pregnancy; mental and emotional health; injury prevention and safety; 23 
nutrition; personal health; prevention and control of disease; and substance use 24 
and abuse.  25 

15. Such additional materials, subjects, courses, or fields in such grades as are 26 
prescribed by law or by rules of the State Board of Education and the district 27 
school board in fulfilling the requirements of law.  28 

16. The study of Hispanic contributions to the United States.  29 
17. The study of women's contributions to the United States.  30 
18. The nature and importance of free enterprise to the United States economy.  31 
19. A character-development program in the elementary schools, similar to 32 

Character First or Character Counts, which is secular in nature.  Beginning in 33 
school year 2004-2005, the character-development program shall be required in 34 
Kindergarten through Grade 12.  Each district school board shall develop or 35 
adopt a curriculum for the character-development program that shall be 36 
submitted to the department for approval.  The character-development curriculum 37 
shall stress the qualities of patriotism; responsibility; citizenship; kindness; 38 
respect for authority, life, liberty, and personal property; honesty; charity; self-39 
control; racial, ethnic, and religious tolerance; and cooperation.  40 

20. In order to encourage patriotism, the sacrifices that veterans have made in 41 
serving our country and protecting democratic values worldwide.  Such 42 
instruction must occur on or before Veterans' Day and Memorial Day.  Members 43 
of the instructional staff are encouraged to use the assistance of local veterans 44 
when practicable.

RtI is a 33 
data-driven decision-making process applied to education.  The systematic use of 34 
student assessment data at the district, school, and classroom levels will guide 35 
decisions about the allocation of resources and the intensity of the instruction and 36 
interventions needed to improve student learning or behavior.  The district’s schools 37 
will provide high quality instruction and intervention(s) matched to student needs and 38 
will use rate of progress and level of performance to inform instructional decisions, 39 
including but not limited to, promotion, acceleration, remediation, and retention.   40

Intervention Assistance Teams will identify students through the review of universal 42 
screening data and through teacher referral to determine the appropriate types and 43 
levels of interventions.

D. Advanced Placement Scholars (APS) Program 2

The Advanced Placement Scholars (APS) program is designed to give students 5 
multiple Advanced Placement (AP) course offerings by teachers who are specially 6 
trained through the College Board.  Each program offers a wide variety of AP 7 
courses relating to personal interests and individual academic strengths.  Students 8 
who successfully complete the program will receive an AP Scholars Program 9 
diploma seal, transcript notations, and special recognition at graduation. 10 
 11 
Unlike a traditional AP program, as ninth-grade students enter the program, they will 12 
be enrolled in pre-AP courses to prepare them before they enter formal AP courses.  13 
This procedure will provide additional preparation and support for students as they 14 
pursue AP curricula.  The students will enroll in AP Human Geography, a formal 15 
ninth grade AP course.  The AP preparation will continue in tenth grade, as students 16 
enroll in AP World History and specially designed English, math, science, and 17 
elective courses that prepare them for a larger slate of AP courses in both the 18 
eleventh and twelfth grades.  With the assistance of parents, the site coordinator,  19 
and  the  faculty,  student  education  will  be individualized.  Students  will  not  have  20 
a  prescribed curriculum universally, but rather an individualized learning plan  which  21 
capitalizes  on  students'  unique  interests, abilities, and future goals. 22

1. Dual Enrollment – Technical Education Center Osceola (TECO) 14 

The request of a student to participate in this program must be in writing.  The 15 
signature of the guidance counselor, student, and the parent are required.  16

director.  Students enrolled in dual enrollment technical courses at TECO 18 
shall earn both high school credit from their home high school and clock hour 19 
credit from TECO.  No tuition fees shall be assessed for high school students 20 
dual-enrolled at TECO.

2. Dual Enrollment – Valencia Community College (VCC) 23 

The School Board of Osceola County and Valencia Community College shall 24 
co-sponsor appropriate college courses in high schools during the normal 25 
class hours when requested by the principal.

may be eligible to receive a District diploma:     50

o In order for a FLVS student to earn a regular high school diploma from 52 

the District, the student must be enrolled in at least one course for the 53 
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entire semester at a district high school prior to the expected date of 1 
graduation and have successfully completed all other graduation 2 
requirements as outlined in school Board policy.

o In order to be eligible to take the appropriate form of the Florida 5
